 * Attendance:  Excuses need to be sent in within 3 days of absence or absence is marked as unexcused.

  * Planners:  Need to be signed daily and homework needs to be completed daily

  * Homework/Class Work:  Any homework/class work not completed will be clipped onto the student’s clipboard and taken out to recess to be completed. 


  * Distinguished Honors and Honor Roll:  A student does not make Honor Roll if they receive a U or an N in conduct for the marking period.

  * CSIU SIS Grading System:  There is an account available for you to check student grades throughout the school year. Please contact the Business Office to set that up.
  * TRIBE School Wide Positive Behavior Program:  All faculty, staff, and students will continue to participate in the program.  We strive to teach, recognize, and praise the behaviors we want from our students through positive reinforcement.  More information will be sent home during the first week of school.

  * Class Progress Reports: Class Progress Reports will be sent home frequently to update you on quiz/test scores, and homework completion. They need to be returned with a parent signature within 2 days of being distributed. 
  * Clear/Mesh Backpacks:  Students are required by the school district to carry clear or mesh backpacks for the 2019-2020 school year. If a student does not abide by this rule, the district will confiscate backpacks to be held in the elementary office.
